1. Policy 
 
Kentucky General Education Transfer Policy 
In an effort to promote a seamless transfer between Kentucky two-year and four-
year public institutions, the Kentucky Council on Postsecondary Education (CPE) 
developed a policy to facilitate the transfer of credits from one Kentucky public 
college or university to another. This policy is called the General Education Transfer 
Policy and allows for the automatic transfer of a block of courses to satisfy general 
education degree requirements. 
Students who transfer from another Kentucky public college or university may be (1) 
category certified, (2) core certified, or (3) general education certified by the 
Registrar of the school where the course work was completed. KSU will honor any of 
these designations and will apply the transferred general education courses to the 



 
 

 
 
 

 
International Student 
A student who is not a citizen or permanent resident of the United States is 
considered an international student. 
The University welcomes admission inquiries from international students. 
International students should have a complete admission application on file three 
months before the beginning of the term (summer/fall/spring semester) in which 
they intend to enroll. 
 
The international student must follow the following procedures: 
 • Submit an Application for Admission with a $100.00 (US Funds) payment. 
 Application fee made payable to Kentucky State University in the form of a 
 money order or cashier’s check; 
 • Submit a verification of graduation from high school or secondary institution; 
 • Submit official high school transcripts/certificate in English with translation
