Since��its��doors��first��opened��on��October��11,��1887,��Kentucky��State��University��has��played��a��critical��role��in��providing��opportunities��for��students��seeking��
access��to��higher��education��within��the��commonwealth��of��Kentucky.����The��school’s��founding��is��linked��directly��to��a��small��cadre��of��teachers��who��were��
graduates��of��Berea��College��–��at��the��time,��the��only��institution��of��higher��learning��available��for��African��Americans��in��the��state.��Their��vision��embraced��
the��ideal��that��a��school��dedicated��to��the��sole��purpose��of��training��teachers��for��the��African��American��school�rage��population��was��both��needed��and��could��
have��positive��and��far�rreaching��effects.��Led��by��John��H.��Jackson,��a��teacher��in��Lexington,��the��group��petitioned��legislators��to��lobby��for��a��school.��On��May��17,��
1886,��a��majority��of��the��legislators��voted��affirmatively��and��passed��an��act��that��authorized��both��a��charter��and��funds��for��the��school.��Jackson��was��selected��
later��to��become��the��school’s��first��president.
